[bookmark: _30j0zll]You must wear a mask inside any buildings that are open to the public within the City of Dillingham, including grocery and parts stores, the post office, etc., as well as all City of Dillingham buildings. It is good practice to wear a mask whenever you are unable to maintain social distancing (six feet away from others). Wearing a mask is a sign of care and respect for those around you.
