[bookmark: _gjdgxs]City of Dillingham Quarantine and Testing Requirements FAQ (6/9) 

Who needs to quarantine in Dillingham?
All persons arriving into Dillingham from outside the Dillingham Census Area unless or until the person is considered to have completed a mandatory quarantine.

When is a person considered to have completed a mandatory quarantine?

There are four separate ways to complete a mandatory quarantine:
1. Complete a 14-day quarantine immediately prior to arrival in Dillingham and receive a negative COVID-19 test within 72 hours of arrival in Dillingham.
2. Complete a 14-day quarantine in Dillingham, with a COVID 19 test taken on the 13th day.
3. Obtain two results on tests administered at least ten days apart, with at least one of the two tests taken in Dillingham at least 72 hours after arrival. (So you must quarantine in Dillingham for at least 72 hours.)
4. Finally, persons identified by the State of Alaska in the Essential Services and Critical Workforce Infrastructure Order dated April 10, 2020, who have satisfied State Mandates, and whose travel to Dillingham originated from elsewhere in Alaska are considered to have completed a mandatory quarantine.

Who should be tested for COVID-19? 
We recommend everyone entering the City of Dillingham from outside the Dillingham Census Area get tested for Covid-19 and also that people in high-risk groups get tested. 

When is COVID-19 testing required?
With the exception of Essential Services and Critical Workforce Infrastructure travel, testing is required to complete any mandatory quarantine. The exact testing requirements depend upon whether you have previously received a negative test result and whether you quarantined before arriving in Dillingham. 

With 14-day Dillingham Quarantine
In a sense, the only truly required testing is on the 13th day of your 14-day quarantine in Dillingham. But there are other options that allow you to avoid such a long quarantine in Dillingham. Each of these options involves testing in order to shorten the time you must remain quarantined.

With Quarantine Prior to Arrival
If you have completed a 14-day quarantine immediately prior to arrival in Dillingham, you may end your Dillingham quarantine upon receiving a negative COVID-19 test within 72 hours of arrival in Dillingham. We recommend that if you have completed quarantine immediately prior to arrival in Dillingham, you should get tested in Dillingham immediately, or as soon as the testing facility opens, so that you do not need to continue quarantining.  In this situation, you have up to 72 hours to take the test.

With Prior Testing
Quarantine may be ended early by obtaining two negative results on two separate tests administered at least 10 days apart. However, this only applies if the second test is taken in Dillingham at least 72 hours after arriving in Dillingham.

Seafood Processors
Seafood Processors who have an approved plan filed with the State of Alaska may fulfill testing requirements as outlined in Health Mandate 10, Appendix 01.

Where can I get tested? 
[bookmark: _30j0zll]Testing is available at the Dillingham Boat Harbor in the animal shelter building next to the Harbor Master's office.

Please find more information about how to get tested at Ted Stevens International airport here. 

How much do tests cost? 
Testing is free at the boat harbor location. 

What happens if I test positive for Covid-19? 
Public Health will work with you to isolate you and everyone in your quarantine unit. Isolation requirements are explained in Section 8 of Emergency Ordinance 2020-14. All members of your household or quarantine unit should behave as if they are also infected with coronavirus.

Do Essential Workers traveling to Dillingham from within Alaska have to quarantine in Dillingham? 
No, Essential Service and Critical Workforce Infrastructure travel originating from inside Alaska does not require quarantine in Dillingham or testing upon arrival. Such travel must, however, adhere to State of Alaska Health Mandates 17 (Protective Measures for Independent Commercial Fishing Vessels and 18 (Intrastate Travel). If you want to determine if your travel is exempt on this basis, please see Alaska Essential Services and Critical Workforce Infrastructure Order, Attachment A to State of Alaska Health Mandate No. 10.

Do I have to quarantine if I am traveling to Dillingham from a community within the Dillingham Census Area? 
No, if you have been in the Dillingham Census Area for 14 days or more, you do not need to quarantine again in Dillingham.

Do I have to get a test to end my self-quarantine period? 
Yes. You are required to test on day 13 of your 14-day self-quarantine. You may be eligible to end self-quarantine in Dillingham earlier by obtaining a test sooner. Please see the answer to the question “When is testing required?” for more details.

If I test outside of Dillingham and then again in Dillingham, can I end my quarantine period before the 14 days? 
In some circumstances, yes. If you have obtained two negative test results from tests administered at least 10 days apart and the second test was taken in Dillingham at least 72 hours after your arrival, you are considered to have completed your quarantine period. Please see the answer to the question “When is testing required?” for more details


Can I leave Dillingham without getting a test? 
The answer depends upon whether you remain subject to a mandatory quarantine. If you have not completed a mandatory quarantine, then yes, you must be tested before leaving. If you were not required to complete a mandatory quarantine, or you were and you completed it, you are not required to be tested before leaving Dillingham.

[bookmark: _GoBack]What is self-quarantine?
[bookmark: _3znysh7]Self-quarantine requirements are detailed in Subsections B through E of Section 5 of Emergency Ordinance 2020-14. Self-quarantine requires a person to isolate away from other people in one identified location (likely identified on your travel permit). While in self-quarantine, a person must avoid all unnecessary in-person interaction with other persons who are not in the same quarantine unit.

During the period of quarantine, a person may leave the place of quarantine only for the following purposes:
1.	Receive non-elective medical care
2.	Go to the person's place of employment
3.	Use designated toilets and shower facilities
4.	Be tested for COVID-19
5. 	Leave Dillingham

The City of Dillingham is working on temporary quarantine locations for those without a place to go. 

What happens if I violate the self-quarantine requirements? 
If you violate a mandatory quarantine, you can be issued a minor offense citation. Minor offense penalties range from $100 to $1,000. Quarantine may also be enforced through administrative proceedings which can result in forfeiture of property and fines of up to $10,000 for an organization that is responsible for a violation. Any person or organization responsible for violation of quarantine and other sections of Emergency Ordinance 2020-14 shall be placed on the city’s denied services list.

In extreme instances, you could be charged with a crime, specifically violation of AS 11.61.110 or AS 11.41.250.
