A RESOLUTION OF THE DILLINGHAM PLANNING COMMISSION 

Recommending approval of art installation on Carlson Property wall 

WHEREAS, a group of interested citizens has approached the City about putting an art 
installation on a city wall; and 

WHEREAS, this art installation will turn a blank concrete retaining wall into a point of interest 
and beautify this area; and

demonstrates the community's values of maintaining a healthy environment; sustainable

WHEREAS, the 2010 Update of the Dillingham Comprehensive Plan calls for more public art to 
support and improve community Wellness; 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Dillingham Planning Commission hereby 
recommends the City Council approve this new public art installation on the Carlson property 
retaining wall.
