A RESOLUTION OF THE DILLINGHAM CITY COUNCIL AUTHORIZING THE CITY
MANAGER TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT BETWEEN THE CITY OF DILLINGHAM AND
KING’S CARPENTRY FOR THE INSTALLATION A WALK IN FREEZER AND
CONSTRUCTION OF A PROTECTIVE SHELTER AT THE POLICE DEPARTMENT

WHEREAS, the City of Dillingham is in need of a contractor to provide professional carpentry
! General Contracting services to build a shelter and install a walk in freezer; and

WHEREAS, the City’s Municipal Code (DMC) Section 4.30.080, Contracts/Purchases of $5,000
to $20,000, allows if a purchase is expected to between $5,000 and $20,000 a contract can be
awarded without competitive sealed bid or public notice; and

WHEREAS, per Section 4.30.080 B. allows that the City make an effort to get the best deal on
purchases within this price range ($5,000 to $20,000) by receiving at least three price quotes
whenever practicable and possible; and

WHEREAS, no other local, experienced, Alaska licensed and bonded contractor responded;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that:

1. The City Council awards a General Construction Contract to King’'s Carpentry for the
turn key installation of a walk-in freezer to include a protective structure and start up
procedures, as outlined in the Contract attached herewith and referred to as Appendix
A, in the amount of $9,451.20.

2. The City Council awards the general construction project for the construction of a
shelter, roof structure and walk in freezer to King's Carpentry in the amount of
$9,451.20.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Manager is hereby authorized to sign the
Contract for General Construction Services on behalf of the City.
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
